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1. Introduction

General

This is the installation manual for the Thetford T2000 series refrigerator. The manual is
meant for qualified installers who will install the refrigerator in a caravan or camper.

Read the information and instructions carefully and follow them strictly to install the
refrigerator safely and correctly.

Also read the warnings in the user manual before testing the refrigerator after installation.

This document is version 693097/1124-V01 of the installation manual.

2. Safety

General

Risk of serious injury through burning, explosion, clamping, electrocution,
suffocation and poisoning or damage to the product.

■ Do not modify this appliance, unless the modification is authorised and carried out by
the manufacturer or their agent.

■ If the appliance is not installed in accordance with national and European law,
regulations, rules and standards, this will void the warranty and may lead to criminal
prosecution.

■ Wear the correct Personal Protective Equipment during the installation. Also follow the
applicable safety regulations.

■ There are sharp edges and corners at the rear of the refrigerator and the installation
frame. Always wear protection against cuts when installing the refrigerator.

■ Only qualified and certified professionals are allowed to install the appliance and
connect its electrical and gas components.

■ Never expose the appliance to water or moisture.
■ Do not use the drawer as a step or ladder.
■ Any error messages coming from the appliance and shown on the master display,

should not disturb the driver. For example: lights and/or sounds coming from the
master display while driving.

Installation

Risk of serious injury through burning, explosion, clamping, electrocution,
suffocation and poisoning or damage to the product.

■ Make sure the appliance is transported and handled in the upright position.
■ If the appliance needs to be transported on its side, ensure that only the correct side is

facing down. Follow the instructions as indicated by the handling sticker on the side of
the refrigerator ("This side up allowed during handling").

■ If the appliance has been transported and/or been laid on its side, let it stay upright
for at least 2-3 hours before switching on.

■ Do not install this refrigerator in a fixed indoor cabin or other dwelling applications.
This refrigerator is made for use in RV and towable applications.
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■ To avoid a hazard due to instability of the appliance, it must be fixed in accordance
with the instructions.

■ The refrigerator must be installed in a way that allows easy access for maintenance
and repairs.

■ Do not install the refrigerator directly on carpet. Put the refrigerator on a metal or
wood panel that extends the full width and depth of the refrigerator.

■ Do not drill, cut or use excessive force on the refrigerator walls, except for screwing
predefined positions. This may damage the vacuum insulation panels that have been
foamed in.

■ Do not screw into the refrigerator cabinet.
■ Make sure that no sawdust, insulation, or other construction debris is on the

refrigerator or in the enclosure. Debris can cause a combustion hazard and prevent the
refrigerator from operating correctly.

■ When installing the appliance, ensure cables are not trapped or damaged.
■ Install the electrical connections in such a way that wires can't come into contact with

hot or sharp parts.
■ Route the cables away from the appliance and other heat sources.
■ Never reposition or change the electronic components unless stated otherwise in this

manual.
■ The performance of the cooling system may be affected by adjacent heat sources such

as an oven or stove. Protect the cooling system against any heat sources by fitting
insulation.

Adding insulation can cause condensation between the fridge, oven and
furniture.

■ Make sure no equipment that produces sparks or flames is installed close to the
cooling system.

■ Use only genuine and approved parts and materials.
■ In order to prevent the risk of fire in the event of uncontrolled leakage of the

refrigerant system, make sure that the refrigerant charge per net room volume does
not exceed 8 g/m3. Net room volume is defined as the gross room volume minus
the volume of any product, equipment, or objects located in the living area. The
refrigerant charge amount can be found on the serial label.

Never open or damage the cooling system at the back or on the inside
of the cooling system. The cooling system is pressurised and contains
flammable substances.

Electrical

Risk of serious injury through burning, explosion, clamping, electrocution,
suffocation and poisoning or damage to the product.

■ The electronic connections must be installed in accordance with the latest technical
regulations.
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■ The electrical connections have to comply with EN60335.
■ Electrical installation shall comply with the local authority requirements.
■ Do not locate multiple portable socket-outlets or portable power supplies at the rear

of the appliance.
■ Route the cables away from the appliance and other heat sources.
■ There is no load dump protection circuit present on the CI-bus refrigerator electronics.

Thetford requires that a load dump circuit (which complies with the relevant
regulations) is installed on the CI-bus master if the refrigerator is connected to the CI-
bus.

■ The ground on the CI-bus connector should not be connected. Ensure that the cooling
system is using the same power supply ground as the CI-bus master unit. The ground
on the CI-bus connector is only needed when using, for example, an external CI-bus
service tool.

Commissioning

Do not switch on the appliance without first carrying out the visual and
functional checks.

Service

Risk of serious injury through burns, explosion, suffocation,electrocution, fire
and poisoning or damage to the appliance.

■ This appliance should only be serviced by a qualified and certified professionals.

3. Serviceability

The installer of Thetford products is responsible for correct installation according to the
Thetford installation instructions to ensure the functionality and serviceability of the
product.

In terms of serviceability, this means that a dealer or authorised Thetford service partner
must be able to remove and re-install the Thetford product within the time that is allowed
according to the Thetford time-list, using standard tools and equipment.

This is to claim any warranty during the warranty period after the purchase date.

In case of any queries on this subject, a Thetford local service representative can be
contacted for additional support related to the installation of the product.
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4. Designation codes, drawings and models

Each product has a specific identification code, the designation code. The designation
code can be found on the data badge. See Service & questions for the location of the data
badge. The different positions of the code stand for different variations of the refrigerator.
In these instructions, the designation will be used as reference.

Ventilation

The refrigerator performance depends on good ventilation.

T2095

Ventilation takes place via the side vent. See Designation codes, drawings and models.

Vent and screws delivered by Thetford.

T2095E-NxxxE T2095E-NxxxAB / T2095E-ZxxxAC
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T2120, T2152 and T2156

Ventilation for takes place through the front
vent openings in the refrigerator.

Ambient air enters through the bottom at the
front and is forced through the cooling system.

Heated air is pushed away via the top vent
opening.

T2138, T2160, T2175 and T2208

Ventilation takes place through the integrated
and insulated cooling unit box at the bottom
part of the refrigerator.

For T2138: Do not place insula-
tion material of the vehicle directly
against the backside of the fridge.
This may cause condensation issues.

■ For T2160, T2175 and T2208: Do not re-
move stops at the back of the fridge. Re-
moving this may result in condensation is-
sues.

For models T2160, T2175 and T2208 a filter is in place. It is strongly
recommended to clean the filter once a year, or more often if necessary. Always
replace the filter to the exact same installation position after maintenance.
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Power supply

■ Connect the DC power supply according to the sticker on the refrigerator and the
values mentioned in Technical specifications.

Installing door panel

To match the refrigerator with the interior, a door panel can be installed as shown below.

Never lift or handle a refrigerator at the power supply cables.

■ Always pay attention to the label on the side of the refrigerator: "This side up allowed
during transport and handling".

The door panel for the door should be fitted before installing the refrigerator.

■ For T2156: To insert rigid door panels in the fresh food door it is recommend to take
the door out for easier assembly and to prevent scratches. See Door conversion (not
applicable for T2095) for tips.

■ Place the refrigerator on its side, refer to the handling sticker on the side of the
refrigerator ("This side up allowed during handling").
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■ Remove the door handle cover (1) by removing the 2 screws (not applicable for T2095)
■ Slide the panel (2) in the frame of the door
■ Click the panel retainer (3) in place.
■ Install the door handle cover (1) and put the screws in.

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Door conversion (not applicable for T2095)

■ Open the door a little and push the hinge pin down with a screwdriver (1).
■ Pull the hinge corner to the front (2).
■ Lift the door (3) out of the hinges.

■ Move the lock (4) on the refrigerator from one side to the other.
■ Move the hinges, hinge pin, hinge hole plug, the handle (5) and the travel lock (if

equipped) on the door, from one side to the other.
■ Turn the door panel 180 degrees (6).

For refrigerators with a travel lock: use the spare hinge which is delivered inside
the refrigerator.
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7. Install the refrigerator

Read the applicable instructions in chapter Safety first.

Connect electrical supplies

For model T2095:

First mount the furniture before connecting the power supply via the vent.

For models T2120, T2152 and T2156:
It is advised to have the power supply in the vehicle to be routed via the roof.
In this way an over-length of cable is not needed and the power supply cable
cannot block the airways.

For models T2138, T2160, T2175 and T2208:
Connect the DC power connector before any furniture is mounted. Make sure
that the DC and CI-bus cable are not trapped between the refrigerator and
furniture.

Power supply
■ Connect the appliance to an onboard 12V battery in the vehicle. This battery should be

exclusively intended for powering on-board devices. Connecting to the engine battery
is not advised.

■ Fit a general main switch that enables all poles disconnection from the 12V power
supply source to be able to delete the electrical standby consumption when vehicle is
in storage. This to prevent for empty battery.

■ Fit a battery discharge protection circuit to prevent damage to the 12V battery when it
is at low charge.

For easy maintenance, leave sufficient over-length in the power supply cable so
that the refrigerator can be moved at least 10cm forward.

Central control panel

To connect the appliance to the compatible central control board of the vehicle, use the
CI-bus protocol (refer to www.civd.de).

For location of the location of the CI-bus cables and connectors on the appliance refer to
Technical specifications.
■ Connect the appliance to the on board control panel using the CI-bus connectors.
■ Fit a load dump protection circuit to the CI-bus master.
■ Do not connect the ground of the CI-bus connector.
■ Connect the ground of the appliance to the same supply as the CI-bus master unit
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Installing

■ Slide the refrigerator to the back of the furniture.

The space holders on the back will stop the fridge at correct position.

■ Fix the refrigerator in place with the screws, using the pre-drilled positions in the
cabinet.

Use a screw suitable for below hole dimensions.

■ Use the white caps for finishing.

Ensure that the furniture panelling is able to handle the forces created by the
connection.

■ Do not screw into the refrigerator cabinet.

The refrigerators are prepared for flush build in.

8. After installation

Read the applicable instructions in chapter Safety first.

Cut-in/cut-out voltage

The factory setting for the cut-in/cut-out voltage is 10.4V (cut-out) and 11.7V (cut-in). For
trailer applications without on-board battery, this setting can be changed to 11.3V (cut-
out) and 12.5V (cut-in).
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To change the cut-in/cut-out setting:
■ Open the door.
■ Unlock the control panel, if applicable, by pressing the fresh food, frozen food or night

mode area. Hold it for a few seconds until the control panel blinks twice to be able to
adjust the setting.

■ Open the extra settings mode by pressing the night mode area for 10 seconds. The
fresh food lights blink twice.

■ Press on the fresh food area for 1 second to adjust the setting.

Icons 1 and 5 on: 10.4V (cut-out) and 11.7V (cut-in) (factory setting).

Icons 2, 3 and 4 on: 11.3V (cut-out) and 12.5V (cut-in).

After a few seconds, the control panel will save the settings and go to the locked stand-by
mode.
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Visual checks

Check if:
■ All packaging materials have been removed.
■ Sealing has been applied correctly.
■ Drain hose is not pinched or blocked, has free access to the outside and the correct

angle to drain.
■ Ventilation openings are not blocked.
■ Electrical cables are not pinched or damaged.
■ Electrical cables are not routed close to heat sources (such as hob, oven or heater) and

ignition sources.
■ Electrical connectors are seated correctly.

Functional checks

Check if:
■ Appliance can be switched on/off.
■ Refrigerator cools correctly, this means at 25°C ambient temperature the empty

cooling cabinet should reach <5 °C in 4 hours.
■ Light (if present) in the cooling compartment is working.
■ Vegetable bins can be removed from the appliance.
■ Door can be closed correctly.

9. Service & questions

Read the applicable instructions in chapter Safety first.

Service

Before starting any service work, disconnect the appliance from the electrical supply. After
each service the appliance must be checked for electrical safety.

All servicing must be carried out by an approved competent person.
